Once this is complete we would be grateful if stallholders (who are not selling from vans) could move their vehicles to the parking area opposite the recreation ground  (a few yards down the Patrixbourne Road.)  This should allow more parking space for market customers and better visibility of the market from the Patrixbourne Road.
